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Nearly all of the school-age children
with ARO have blossomed and
started to use their skills to the
utmost of their abilities at the ARO
schools and in their main school.

Unfortunately, sometimes when the
children grow older they start to
take these precious opportunities for
granted. Mateyu, Panganani and
Christopher Valabu at the Ngabu
House have not only all failed their
exams at the Ngabu Boys School, but
are also causing endless trouble for
manager Christopher. He writes:
"They behave in a crazy way and
don't respect the property in the
house. They sometimes come in very
late, and I have seen them having
things which they haven't bought.
They don't want to make any effort
at school”.

These big boys set a very bad
example for the 3 smaller boys,
Mumsas, Eric and Charles, living in
the house.

To which
Thom shouted: "It's over 120 boxes!!"

In the end he rented a lorry and got the
lot in. Again, there were plenty of
'mystery boxes’ and also a bicycle. Our
sincere thanks fo you for the contents,
and to the Raven Trust who delivered yet
again this marvellous gift fo the orphans.
