                       Praise and Worship.

Living in the world we live in with suffering and affliction, it is difficult to praise and worship God. Pleading comes more naturally to us than praise and worship.

But in the end times the angel in Revelation 14: 6-7 proclaims, “Fear God …and worship him who made heaven and earth, sea and the fountains of water.”

Our Father longs to hear our expressions of praise and worship from us, knowing that we ourselves would benefit.

We cannot imagine how greatly the Father in heaven waits to hear songs of love, thanksgiving and worship from us.

As soon as we worship the Father as eternal love and praise Him for His goodness in our lives, our sighing and complaining will soon stop. The darkness will suddenly be transformed into light.

Singing praise to our Lord while it looks like darkness all around us, is very powerful and often moving the heart of God to intervene and do miracles.

Think of Paul and Silas at midnight while they were in jail. (Acts 16: 25-26).

Praise and worship will transform our troubles. We will find that the Father is close to us and that He loves us. Our problems may not all be resolved immediately, but we will receive the strength to bear them.

No longer will our problems crush us.

During worship and praise we receive a new revelation of Him and His love.
